Trail:   
Town:  The 7K trail goes through the town of Hershey. The 
10K trail goes to Hershey Park.  

Bullfrog Valley:  The trail is on natural and paved surfaces 
starting at Bullfrog Valley Park through and around a 
development to Shank Park. On the 10K, you will pass by 
the Penn State Hershey Medical Center.  

Start Location & Hours:   
Karns Food 
731 Cherry Drive, Hershey, PA 17033 
Open 24/7, hours 7 am to 10 pm 
Please walk during daylight hours. 

Registration Procedures:  The walk box is inside the Café 
area. See the “Physical Start Box” procedures on the 
General Information page. After registering for Bullfrog 
Valley, you must drive 2-3 miles to the start. Directions will 
be in the walk box.  

Conditions:  Both trails are suitable for strollers and 
wheelchairs. Pets are allowed on the walk, but not in 
Hershey Park or Chocolate World. Check Hershey Park’s 
website for Dog Kennels near the park. Local law requires 
that all pets are leashed, and you must clean up after them.  

Award & Fees:  No award for this walk. IVV Credit Only is 
$3.00. Children under 12 will not be charged for IVV Credit. 
Past patches from Hershey Walkfest are available for $1.00 
each.  

Comfort & Facilities:  Water and restrooms are available 
at Karns. There are restrooms outside of Hershey Park. 
Water should be carried on the Bullfrog Valley trail.  

SPECIAL NOTE:  Hershey, “the Sweetest Place on Earth”, is 
home to The Hershey Company’s original chocolate factory. 
Feature attractions are Hershey Park (an amusement park), 
Hershey’s Chocolate World, the Hershey Museum, Zoo 
America and the Tanger Outlets of Hershey. Be aware that 
during the summer months there may be considerable traffic 
congestion. The amusement park is open every day during 
June, July and August. In May and September, it is only open 
on the weekends and for special events, such as Hershey Park 
in the Dark. Christmas Candylane is open November and 
December. Please check online for hours, special events and
